1. Purpose of the Project 

· To enhance the position of the Korean nation and to maintain its identity worldwide by conducting research on the life of Korean Diaspora who have settled outside of the homeland since the mid-19th century and on their relationship with the local communities in foreign countries.

□ Before the Online Application
· The project director and the participating researchers must submit information (such as personal details) through registration at the KSPS Project Application System website. (After the application is completed additional information will not be included. If additional information is to be added the application must be cancelled and the applicant must re-apply after modifying his/her personal information).
· Upon applying online the research proposal files must be submitted, and in a form (Hangul or MS Word) prescribed by KSPS. Therefore, the proposal should be created before the online application is made.
· An applicant must arrange everything with the applicant institute (the central research fund controlling) so that the team receives smooth administrative support after it is selected for the funds. 



□ Online Application
· The applicant must meet the eligibility requirements, and must fill in the online form before the due date, and must load the “Research Proposal” file from the KSPS Project Application System website. The submission number can only be seen once the online application is completed.
· Both the project director and the collaborative researchers (not including the research assistants) shall fill out the list of their respective research achievements as per for the form in “VI. List of Research Achievements”. 
· The summary of representative research achievement (IV.Representative Research Achievements) concerning research results shall be included.
· Research institutions that have formed a consortium must register the consortium agreement in the online application program. However, if the agreement is not submitted before the written application due date there needs to be a written reason why attached, and needs to be submitted within one month after selection.
· During the online application period the contents of the application and proposal files can be changed. However, once the application process is concluded changes are impossible.
· The application is completed only if the online application and research proposal files are loaded, and a submission number is given. If a submission number is not given then the application is not valid.

5. Restrictions on Applications and Participation
□ Restrictions on Applications
· Those who have research restraints because they have conducted research in an insincere manner for government and public institutions (such as the Korea Foundation, and the Academy of Korean Studies) and have not yet completed the restraint period.
· A project director and collaborative researchers who have received academic research support from the Ministry of Education, Science and Technology as well as research support from the Academy of Korean Studies and the National Research Foundation of Korea and have not submitted reports of their results even though the submission period has expired.
· It is not allowed for one researcher to apply for more than one project in the same program simultaneously.
□ Restrictions on Participation
· Participants are restricted to being involved in Korean Studies Promotion Service projects as either a) the project director of one project and a co-researcher of one project or b) a co-researcher in two projects.
· Nonetheless, researchers who are participating in more than 3 projects of the AKS and other institution are not allowed to participate in the project.
· Those that receive personal expenses from MEST and the National Research Foundation of Korea cannot apply for personal expenses for the projects mentioned above.
· Persons who are under the restrictions of Clause 27 of the Act on the Management of the National Research Development are restricted in their participation in the Lab program according to the contents of the above restriction.
· Overseas researchers that have research restraints from government and public institutions (such as the Korea Foundation and the Academy of Korean Studies, and so on) because they have conducted the research in an insincere manner, and have not yet completed the restraint period cannot participate in the projects.
· Any projects that include any researcher who has not submitted the Final Result Reports after receiving research funds from the MEST or the AKS shall be excluded in the final selection.
· Research projects that include researchers that have been given restrictions from the Academy of Korean Studies and the National Research Foundation of Korea, and have not completed the restriction period will be excluded. 
· If the current project ends before December 31, 2011 they are allowed to apply and participate in a new project. In this case, the person shall receive personal expenses not from the existing project, but from the new project for the period in duplicate. 
· One research assistant can participate in one project at a time, and they cannot participate in 2 projects that have coinciding dates.

· The research results should be published only after the evaluation of research results conducted by KSPS.

□ Ownership of Research Results
· Following the Article 33 Clause 2 of the Regulations on the Implementation of Academic Research Support Project in Humanities and Social Sciences, our contract allows the administering institution that conducts the project to have copyright ownership, equivalent to the portion of the amount that government sponsored. Details of the ownership rights between the institution and researcher, however, will be determined by the internal regulations of the university.  

· The head of funding organization can, according to the contract, make copyright ownership belong to the organization if: it is necessary for national security; it is necessary for the benefit of the public; and if is it not considered appropriate for the research institute to own the copyright.
□ Management of Researchers who do not Submit Research Results 
· Treatment of projects of which final research results are not submitted will be carried out according to the Article 31 Clause 1 of the Regulations on the Implementation of Academic Research Support Project in Humanities and Social Sciences.
· Researchers who failed in submitting the final research results within the 2 years after the conclusion of the research period (by publishing them to books) will be restricted for 5 years after the deadline for submitting the final results in their applications for KSPS projects. This restriction can be removed if the head of the funding organization recognizes the special circumstances through the researcher’s submission of explanations and an evaluation of his/her research achievements in general. 
□ Research Achievement Follow-up System 
· Researchers, during the research period and even after the submission of   research results, should load all the related research achievements (including the registration on the world who’s who dictionary, news reports, and achievements in training personnel) and research results (articles, books, various reports, patents, invention of technology, source materials, byproducts), and should send them to the KSPS if requested by the latter.
